The 1987 Bloomington Kennedy Eagles finished 25-1 with a state championship when Minnesota was still a single class tournament. Offensively, the Navy & Gold is led by Jason Miller (19-40-59) and Joe Decker (34-goals). Net minders Chris Lind and Thane Vennix each allow below one-and-a-half goals per contest. Kennedy lost 4-3 to Coleraine Greenway in the fifth game of the season before winning their final 21-games of the season, including a 4-2 semifinal victory over Greenway. The Eagles allowed only 36-goals all season.
The 1993 Bloomington Jefferson Jaguars had “no weaknesses” according to former Burnsville coach Tom Osiecki. Offensively, Joe Bianchi (21-26-47), Matt Jones (22-23-45), Cort Lundeen (18-26-44), Nick Checco (19-21-40) and defenseman Mike Crowley (11-33-44) were the catalysts. Defensively, the Jaguars were devastating, allowing a paltry 30-goals in 28-games with net-minder Randy Koeppl posting a 23-0 record. Their closest contest was a 5-4 win over Park Center in midseason. The other 27 foes lost by three-goals or more.
